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Faith Pleases God

The Bible tells us in Numbers 23:19 that God is not a man.  Obviously that means that you can’t ask God, or approach God the way you want to.  So, if God is not a man, then who is He?  Let’s find out something about God so we can know how to approach Him.  In John 4:24 we see that God is a spirit.  We also know according to Hebrews 11:6 that God is a faith God.  Faith moves God, and faith pleases God.  We have to come to understand that if faith is what moves and pleases God, then we need to know everything we can about faith.


First of all, we know that Hebrews 10:38 says that the just shall live by faith.  So, who are the just?  The just are those who are righteous, or in right standing with God.  Let’s look at a few scriptures concerning our righteousness.  First of all, 2 Corinthians 5:21 says, “For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”  We also see that we are justified by God in Romans 4:25:  “who was delivered up because of our offenses, and was raised because of our justification.”  And finally, Romans 5:1 says, “Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.”  Notice how it says, “having been” – this is past tense.  We are not trying to obtain it, it has already been done.

We also know 2 Corinthians 5:7 says that we “walk by faith, not by sight.”  We should not be moved by the things that we see.  In fact, the things that we see are always subject to change.  2 Corinthians 4:18 says, “while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal.”

If I were to ask most Christians about faith, they would say that faith is simply believing in God.  But, believing is only half of what faith is.  We need to have a way to release our faith so that we can act on what we believe.


So how does faith come?  The Bible tells us in Romans 10:17, “So then, faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.”  Fear comes by hearing fear-filled words.  The same is true for doubt and unbelief.  The fact is that you will begin to believe whatever you listen to.  Proverbs 23:7 says “as a man thinks in his heart, so is he.”  This is why Jesus said in mark 4:24 to take heed what you hear!  We should not let any words or conversation other than God’s Word to influence our lives.

So, if God is a faith God, we must approach God with faith-filled words.  Many people are taught to go to God begging, crying, or crawling.  This is not so! According to the Word of God, we should approach God with confidence.  1 John 5:14 says, “Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us.”  God’s Word is revealed to us through His Word.  When we hear His Word, we hear His will.  For example, Jesus said in John 6:63, “The words that I speak to you are spirit, and they are life.”  When we hear this, we see that the will of God promotes life, not death.  This means life to your future, your family, and even your finances.
