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God kind of Faith

One of my favorite subjects to minister on is faith. Smith Wigglesworth said, “Any man may be changed by faith, no matter how he may be fettered. No matter how anyone may be bound, faith will change him. In Smith Wigglesworth’s book Ever Increasing Faith he said, “These are days when we need to have our faith strengthened.” We know four times in the word of God, we see the phrase, “the just shall live by faith.” (Hebrews 10:38, Romans 1:17, Galatians 3:11, Habakkuk 2:4) It must be important if it’s in the word four times. The first thing we need to understand about faith is if you’re born again you have a measure of faith. (Ephesians 2:8) In Romans 12:3 it says, “As God has dealt to each one a measure of faith.” We understand that our faith grows! We know that God is a faith God. Hebrews 11:6 says that, “For without faith it is impossible to please Him.” Wigglesworth said, “God would pass over a million people just to find someone who believes Him.” Faith pleases God! Faith excites God is another way to say it. Faith moves God. Faith moves mountains, faith won’t move anything until it moves you. The first part of you that your faith will move is your mouth. If your mouth isn’t moving, your faith isn’t working! The God kind of faith must be in two places: your heart and your mouth. When you start talking about faith most people say, I do believe. Believing is half of your faith working; we could have faith and not release it, and it not work. James 2:17 says, “Thus also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead. So, we release our faith through words and actions. Let’s look at scriptures that show us this. Lets look at Romans 10:8 that says, “But what does it say? The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart that is the word of faith which we preach.” Notice Paul calls the word “the word of faith.” It becomes the word of faith when it gets in our heart and our mouth. In Romans 10: 8 and 9, he mentions your mouth first. Bro. Kenneth Hagin said the Lord told him, “Go teach my people faith. And he said you will have to teach them on the speaking part of faith three times more than the believing part. My people are not missing it in the believing part. They are missing it in the speaking part.” You can’t even get saved without speaking. In Romans 10:10 it says, “with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.” In Romans 10:13 it says, “for whosoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.” He didn’t say whosoever believes on the name of the Lord. When we look at 
2 Corinthians 4:13, it tells us we have a spirit of faith. We are not praying for it or fasting for it but we already have it. So where did you get it? In Romans10:17 it says, “So then faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God.” He says and since we have the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, I believed and therefore I spoke, we also believe and therefore speak. What you say is what you believe. You will have what you believe and speak. We can locate our faith by our confession. In 1 Timothy 6:12 it says, our faith fight is in our mouth. Our confession F.F. Bosworth said: “a spiritual law that few recognizes is that our confession rules us!” Nothing will establish and build your faith as quickly as confession. Remember our words dominate us! Let’s look at Mark 11:22 that say “Have faith in God.” One translation says “have the faith of God.” I think Jesus knew something about faith. Mark 11:23 says “for verily I say unto you, that whosoever shall say unto this mountain, be thou removed and be thou cast into the sea: and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he says.” Notice the first thing Jesus said about faith is whosoever shall say and the last thing in Mark 11:23 he said is he shall have whatsoever he saith. Jesus said whosoever shall have whatsoever he saith. People say it’s not important what you say. That’s not what Jesus said! Notice in Mark 11:23, Jesus used the word say in one form or another 3 times, believe only once. We will have to say what we believe. In Matthew 18:16 by the mouth of 2 or 3 witnesses let every word be established. Let’s look at Job 9:20 that say, “Though I was righteous my own mouth would condemn me, though I was blameless, it would prove me perverse.” Notice Job didn’t say the devil would condemn him, he didn’t even say his mind, but his mouth! In Psalms 107:2 it says, “let the redeemed of the Lord say so, whom he has redeemed from the hand of the enemy.” The instruction from the psalmist by the Holy Ghost is to let the redeemed of the Lord say so. You should walk around saying your redeemed. Proverbs 6:2 says, “You are snared by the words of your mouth or you are taken by the words of your mouth.” I call this P.O.W.! Prisoner of words! If your mouth can get you in trouble, it can get you out of trouble. Proverbs 18:21 says, “That death and life are in the power of the tongue.” You can talk yourself to death, or you can talk yourself to life. In John 6:63 Jesus said, “The words I speak to you are spirit, and they are life.” Look at Luke 19:22 that says, “out of your own mouth I will judge you.” Look at Matthew 12:36-37 says, “For by your words you will be justified and by your words you will be condemned.” I like the four gospels translation: out of your own mouth. Sometimes we are concerned about what people say about us, but we will have what we say. One of the greatest examples is in Matthew 16:15 when Jesus says, “But who do you say that I am? And because of Peter’s confession Jesus said, “Blessed are you Simon Bar-Jonah.” 
In closing let’s look at Matthew 15:10 He said to them, “Hear and Understand,” and in verse 11 He said, “not what goes into the mouth defiles a man, but what comes out of the mouth, this defiles a man.” My friend Jesus said we will have whatsoever we say. Everyday take sometime and confess what God says about you.
