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THE GOD KIND OF FAITH
Throughout the Bible, faith is found in different measures.  In Romans 12:3, we see that there is a measure, or an amount of faith dealt to everyone.  Jesus himself dealt with people who had different amounts and levels of faith.  In fact, even among his own disciples, Jesus had to teach them how to have not just any old kind of faith, but how to have the God kind of faith.  This type of faith is referred to in Hebrews 11:6 as the faith that pleases God.  It gets God’s attention.  It moves mountains.  It causes God to take a detour from His plan just to include you in what He is doing.

Take for example the woman with the issue of blood in Mark 5:21-43.  Jesus was approached by Jairus, whose daughter was dying, asking that He would come lay hands on her that she would be healed.  While in route to minister healing to Jairus’ daughter, this woman pushed her way through the crowd and touched the hem of Jesus’ garment.  Jesus immediately perceived that the healing power of God had flowed out of Him, making this woman whole.  He then told the woman, “your faith has made you whole”.  We can see this woman’s faith being released in verse 28, for she said, “if I can just touch His clothes, I will be healed”.  These words of faith “arrested” God.  It stopped Jesus right in his tracks and caused Him to ask “Who touched me?”   

Faith is released through our words and our actions.  We know that James 2:17 says that faith without works is dead.  The God kind of faith is alive, therefore we know that there is an action involved.  The easiest way to put your faith into action is to open your mouth and say what you believe based on God’s Word.  When faith is released in this way, it causes God to say, “What do you want me to do for you?”, or “Anything you say, I will do it!”.  

There are many people today that have allowed faith to replace God.  Even secular authors and speakers are finding that there is power in positive confession.  I like to say it this way:  “Faith doesn’t replace God, true faith releases God.”  God is ready and waiting for you to say what the Word says.  That is why in Mark 11:23 Jesus said “whosoever shall have whatsoever”.  When you put God’s Word in your mouth, it becomes just as powerful as God’s Word in His own mouth.

Many will also say that this kind of faith does not work for them.  In Numbers 23:19 the Bible says that “God is not a man that He should lie”.  We also know that God is no respecter of persons, but He is a respecter of principles.  Romans 3:27 tells us that there is a law of faith.  Faith will work for anyone and everyone who will dare to use the principles of faith to obtain the promises of God.  That is why Jesus said in Mark 11:23 “that whosoever shall say”.  A wonderful definition of that word, “whosoever” is this:  Anybody can, everybody won’t, but somebody will.

You are a whosoever.  Say what God says about you.  Speak His Word into your life.  Talk about His thoughts that He has about you.  Don’t let fear and doubt control the words that are coming out of your mouth.  Don’t believe the devil.  He is a liar and the truth is not in him.  Use your faith-filled Words to arrest God and watch Him perform His Word in your life.  Jesus said in Matthew 12:37 that “by your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned”.  It is very important what you say!  Your words have the ability to either complete your faith or defeat your faith.  Your faith will rise to the level of your confession; it cannot rise above your confession, so open up your mouth today and say what God says!
