1. God forgives our sins.

3. God redeems our life from destruction

4. God crowns us with loving kindness and tender mercies.  
5. God satisfies our mouth with good things
6. God renews our strength

7. God gives mercy and lovingkindness

Another passage to look at is Matthew 6:33 which says if we seek first (strive after) the kingdom of God and His righteousness all these things shall be added to you.  What things?
